EACH TOURNAMENT WILL HAVE THE SAME
NUMBER OF POINTS AS ANGLERS. EXAMPLE: 15
ANGLERS MEANS THERE IS 15 POINTS. EVERYONE
THAT CATCHES FISH AND HAS A WEIGHT WILL
RECEIVE POINTS. IF THE ANGLER DOES NOT
WEIGH IN ANY LEGAL FISH HE WILL NOT BE
AWARDED ANY POINTS. EXAMPLE: IF THERE ARE
10 ANGLERSTHAT SHOW UP FOR A TOURNAMENT
THERE ARE 10 FIRST PLACE POINTS AVAILABLE. IF
ONLY 5 PEOPLE WEIGH IN LEGAL FISKHFIRSTWILL
HAVE 10, SECONDWILL HAVE 9, AND THIRD WILL
HAVE 8, 4TH WILL HAVE 7, AND 5THWILL HAVE 6.
THE REST WILL BE AWARDED THEIR 5 SHOW
POINTS.

ON A TWO DAY TOURNAMENT THIS WILL REMAIN
THE SAME. IF SOMEONE CAN FISH ONLY ONE DAY
HE WILL BE AWARDED POINTS BASED ON HIS
CATCH AND WHEREHE WINDS UP IN THE
STANDINGS.THE ONLY THING THAT WILL BE
DIFFERENT IS THERE ARE TWO SETS OPOINTS
FOR A TWO DAY TOURNAMENT.
